Ordo Sancti Basili Magni

- The Order of Saint Basil the Great - single
eastern christianity order in the Polish—
Lithuanian Commonwealth

- Basilians - elite of the Uniate Church in the
XVIII century, educated in traditions of catholic
(latin) culture

- 8-10 monks - the average number of monks in
the Basilians monasteries in Lviv eparchy (XVIII
century)

- monastic libraries

- max. 700 vol.
- usually consisted of latin and polish books
